CHARACTER LIST

Alfred and Beatrice’s family:

ALFRED and BEATRICE Greensley. Married on July 4, 1780. Charlotte,
Delilah, Eleanor and Frederick’s parents. Alfred died 1850. Beatrice’s date of
death is unknown.

CHARLOTTE Greensley, born August 1, 1783. Died November 2, 1783.

DELILAH Neustat (nee Greensley), born August 1, 1783 in Portland, Maine.
Sister to Charlotte, Eleanor and Frederick, aunt to Lilith. Changed her last name
to Fowler in 1800 while in England. Married and divorced Martin Dentz
(1800-02). Lived and died in Philadelphia where she changed her last name
back to Fowler when she divorced Martin. Married Victor Breat (1810-12).
Daughter-in-law to Gertrude and Henry, sister-in-law to Elizabeth and Samuel,
and had she and Victor not divorced, aunt to Emily and Adeline. Great-aunt to
Daniel. Married Edgar Neustat (1823-29) after her divorce from Victor. The
barren, wealthy widow died November 30, 1867. Delilah is one of the main
characters that is key to all characters.

ELEANOR Greensley, born May 4, 1787 in Portland, Maine. Abducted by
Maggie at the age of two. Her name was changed to Deborah and she was also
known as (aka) Bobby. Sister to Charlotte, Delilah and Frederick. Aunt to Lilith
and great-aunt to Daniel. Died September 4, 1867.

FREDERICK Greensley, born November 22, 1799 in Portland, Maine. His name
was changed to Fred Green as a child. Married Helen Beckley in 1839. Moved
to farm in Ohio. Father to Lilith and an unnamed stillborn son. Died 1847.

HELEN Green (nee Beckley), born in 1819 in Portland, Maine. Married
Fred in 1839. Moved to Ohio. Mother to Lilith and an unnamed stillborn
son. Daughter to Gavin. Niece to Rosanne Beckley. Died 1847.

LILITH Breat (nee Green), born on January 18, 1841 in Ohio. Fred and Helen’s
daughter. Orphaned at age 6. Grand-daughter to Gavin Beckley and
great-niece to Rosanne Beckley. Best friend to Noreen. Married Daniel Breat in



August 1858. Moved to Delton in 1863 after Daniel died. Emily’s
daughter-in-law. Married Graham Lestor in 1868. David’s daughter-in-law
(twice).



Samuel and Elizabeth’s family:

SAMUEL and ELIZABETH (nee Breat) Thordeaux. Samuel is Deborah’s lover.
He married Elizabeth on June 13, 1812. Parents to Emily and Adeline.
Daughter and son-in-law to Henry and Gertrude Breat. Sister and brother-in-law
to Victor (and Delilah) Breat. Grandparents to Daniel. Family moved to
Philadelphia in 1819. Elizabeth died 1830. Samuel’s date of death is unknown.

EMILY Thordeaux, born May 9, 1813 in Delton, Ohio. Samuel and Elizabeth’s
daughter. Works in Madam Deb’s brothel as a bookkeeper. Changed her last
name to Breat in 1834 after her sister, Adeline, died. Daniel’s mother. Lilith’s
once removed cousin and mother-in-law. Married David Lestor in 1868.

ADELINE Thordeaux, born March 10, 1816 in Delton, Ohio. Samuel and
Elizabeth’s daughter. Emily’s sister. Changed her last name to Breat. Died
March 31, 1834 giving birth to Daniel, David’s son.

DANIEL Breat, born March 31, 1834 in Delton, Ohio. Adeline and David’s
illegitimate son. Samuel and Elizabeth’s grandson. Emily’s son and Deborah’s
grandson. Married to Lilith in August 1858. Died childless October 1862.

DEBORAH Seevers, (allegedly) born May 31, 1787. Maggie’s daughter.
Samuel’s lover. The barren Madam of a brothel. Employs Emily as her
bookkeeper. Daniel’s grandmother. Employs Lilith as a seamstress. Died
September 4, 1867. Deborah, aka Eleanor, aka Bobby, aka Madam Deb,
is one of the main characters that is key to all characters.

GERTRUDE and HENRY Breat. Victor and Elizabeth’s parents. Emily and
Adeline’s grandparents, Daniel’s great-grandparents. Second set of in-laws
to Delilah.

VICTOR Breat, born 1781. Gertrude and Henry’s son, Elizabeth’s brother,
Samuel’s brother-in-law. Married to Delilah in 1810 and divorced her in
1812. Moved to England where he died.



Other characters and how they relate:

DAVID Lestor, born in 1813 at the Gateway Estate in Philadelphia,
Pennsylvania. Daniel and Graham’s father and Lilith’s father-in-law (twice).
Lived most of his adult life in England. Married Emily Breat (nee Thordeaux) in
1868.

GRAHAM Lestor, born in 1838 in England. David’s son. Married the widow,
Lilith Breat, in 1868.

ALBERTA and EDWARD Dentz. Martin’s parents. Delilah’s first set of in-laws.

MARTIN Dentz, born 1781, in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. Worked briefly in
England and married Delilah Fowler in 1800. Back to Philadelphia and after his
divorce in 1802, he married Valerie (nee Roberts) then moved permanently to
England. Father to Jonathan, born in 1813, who died in 1835. Adopted David in
1835.
